She 
was getting ready to leave her house when we 
knocked on her door.  She has been seeking help 
for years for sleeping problems and was headed to 
a healing service at a charismatic church.  We spent 
over an hour sharing the gospel with her and her 
husband and she listened intently asking questions.  
The next day she came to church where she made 
the decision to trust Christ as her savior.  She has 
been coming to church faithfully ever since.  

Arnaud and George are doing great in 
Bible college and have started to help teach in 
the weekly kids club.  They are making 
progress with their lesson preparation and 
preaching.
